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Emergency Response Procedures

1. ACT!

2. Arrange for someone to call security (6304 3333) – give details of casualty’s    
           condition.

If available: 
Send someone to immediately collect the nearest defibrillator

3. DR ABC

Danger – check for danger (to self & others)

	Use the Defibrillator as soon as you have it and follow instructions accordingly.

Response – Ask casualty’s name, gently squeeze shoulders
a. No Response: Open mouth and look for foreign material
b. Response: Make comfortable, monitor signs of life

Airway – check for obstructions 
c. No foreign material: Leave on back, open airway
d. Foreign material in mouth: Recovery position, open and clear airway

Breathing – Check for breathing (look, listen, feel for breathing)
e. NOT Breathing: 
i. Call 000
ii. Give 2 initial breaths
iii. Check for signs of life

f. Breathing: Place in recovery position, monitor signs of life

CPR – NO SIGNS OF LIFE (Unconscious, not breathing, not moving)
g. Start CPR
i. 30 compressions : 2 Breaths
ii. Continue CPR (30:2) until help arrives or casualty recovers

4. If casualty regains consciousness place in recovery position and monitor signs of life.

When the emergency is over phone the Centre Supervisor, fill out an incident report form and place in the OSH reps in-tray for processing.
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
