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ESOS legislation, Re-enrolment information & returning to
studies for Semester 1, 2008

Under new Education Services for Overseas Students (ESOS) legislation, it is important that as of semester 1,
2008, all students will need to be enrolled in a study load that enables them to complete their course in the normal
duration, unless permission is received from the university. If you would like to enrol in less than a 100% full
semester load (less than 60 credit points), it is important that you seek approval from ECU International. If you
have any questions please call 9273 8499 or email iss@ecu.edu.au.

Check out http://www.ecu.edu.au/student/enrolment/ for all the information you need to enrol yourself in classes for
the start of 2008! It is important to note that the closing date to re-enrol for semester 1 is Friday 21 December
2007.

If you are going home or doing some travel during your break, it is important to plan your trip to ensure that you
return to Perth in time for the start of semester — classes will recommence on Monday 25 February.
