Important Reminders 
 

- The university, and therefore the International Student Support Team, are closed from Friday 21 December 
until Monday 6 January, and will re-open again on 7 January. Students need to be aware that the 
Reception at ECU International and our main email address iss@ecu.edu.au will not be monitored during 
this time.

- During the shutdown, if you have any outstanding issues that need to be resolved with the university, 
please put them on hold first until the university re-opens. Alternatively, you can send us an email, and we 
will be in touch with you at the earliest possible time from 7 January onwards. 

- Under the recently amended Education Services for Overseas Students Act 2000 (ESOS) legislation, it is 
important that as of semester 1, 2008, all students will need to be enrolled in a study load that enables 
them to complete their course in the normal duration, unless permission is received from the university.  
Any reduction in study load that leads to you being unable to complete your course in the registered 
duration MUST be approved by ECU International and recorded on your student record.  This is very 
important under the revised Act.

- If you are going home or doing some travel during your break, it is important to plan your trip to ensure that 
you return to Perth in time for the start of semester – classes will re-commence on Monday 25
