The Library continues to strive to add quality full text

content to its collection in the support of teaching,
learning and research. The following full text collections
are now available to ECU staff and students:

Sage Premier is a collection of 450 full text journals from
across the major disciplines. All SAGE journal content is
peer-reviewed and over 40% of the titles are ranked in
Journal Citation Reports, with no less than 50 ranked
within the top 10 in their subject category.

Project Muse Standard Collection, which is a collection
of about 300 high-quality, peer-reviewed journals, mainly
in the fields of the social sciences, humanities and the
arts. Project Muse is a not-for-profit collaboration
between several reputable publishers and John Hopkins
Library with the goal of disseminating quality scholarship
via a sustainable model that meets the needs of both
libraries and publishers.

trialled in second
semester!

You've told us in our surveys that you want more books
added to the library collection to support your studies
and research. In response to this ECU Library has just
completed a trial of 50,000+ electronic books from a
wide range of academic publishers in our catalogue.

In the three months that this trial was run, over $80,000
worth of material was accessed and downloaded. In
total 4760 e-books were accessed by staff and students.
Of this over 160 items were in high demand generating
an automatic purchase of the e-book for our collection.
The results of this trial will now be assessed to
determine the usefulness of this access continuing.
