When a composer hasn 6 t wr i t (ege minomooropbsers from any period and most
modern composers) an author search as above is fine. Title searching is good too for
modern and contemporary composers as they tend to write works with unique titles (eg
Sculthorpe: Kakadu, Sun Music, Small Town, etc)

The major composers of the baroque, classical and romantic periods were very, very
productive. Bach wrote over one thousand works, many with similar titles. Mozart wrote over
500, Schubert wrote over 600. Generic titles such as sonata, concerto, mass, cantata,
symphony, suite, quartet, etc. abound in their works.
