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1. HOW DO I FIND THE VOCAL SCORE OF A MUSICAL? 

You know the title of the show, so select Title search in the Library Catalogue, and key in title:  

 

 
 

Click on Submit, and your results will typically be similar to this:

The vocal score is the complete musical notation of the musical consisting of all voice parts with 

piano reduction of the orchestral score. Vocal Selections is the term used for the same music 

format, but only the major or hit songs of the show are there. 

The library tries to have the complete vocal scores for all shows, but sometimes only selections are 

available, usually we have both.  

2. WHAT IF I DIDNôT KNOW THE TITLE OF THE SHOW IôM LOOKING FOR? 

If you know the composer of the show or the librettist, either name will do in an Author search, as 

they are authors of the show. 

Often you may know only part of the title, in that case use Keyword search: 
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Click on submit and view your results:

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3. HOW DO I BROWSE THROUGH THE MUSICALS TO SEE WHATôS THERE? 

ñRealtime browsingò: The shelf classification for all sheet music from Musicals is CM to CM/AZ, so 

itôs easy to browse all Musicals in vocal score by going to that part of the Music Collection. 

ñVirtual browsingò: You can browse the library shelves for musicals remotely by selecting and

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4. HOW DO I FIND THE SHEET MUSIC FOR A SONG WHEN I DONôT KNOW WHO 

WROTE IT OR WHAT SHOW IT CAME FROM? 

Select Title (or Keyword search, if youôre not sure) and key in the title of the song: 

 

Having clicked on Submit, this is your result: 

 

The reason we were successful in finding this song in an album is that the library cataloguing for the 

album listed all songs in it and also made them searchable. 

Some of the older cataloguing for albums and vocal scores does not have this facility, so you may 

not get a result doing on title search for the song. There are a few ways you can go: 

*Google the song title, resulting in information on composer, lyricist, and show it came from so that 

that information can be used in a more thorough library search. 

*Use reference books in the Library reference collection (level 3) to gain author and show 

information for a more thorough library search. The following reference books contain useful 

information on Broadway and other popular song repertoire:
