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The allocation of teaching time for Pre-service Teachers in their final teaching practice is designed to
take responsibility for the teaching program. Where appropriate, variations from this schedule may be
negotiated with the Pre-service Teacher and the University Supervisor. When Pre-service Teachers
are not engaged in teaching lessons, they should support the work in the classroom under the direction
of the Mentor Teachers. All learning experiences taught in Weeks 1 — 5 will be supported by the
learning area program and daily workpads prepared by the Pre-service Teacher.
