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Biography

Robyn Bernadt is a Perth-based paper artist. She graduated from Edith Cowan
University with a Bachelor of Visual Art in 1999 and has since continued to
practice and exhibit. Lotus is Bernadt’s sixth solo exhibition.

After completing university, Bernadt was without an art studio. Due to limited
space, she began making postcard-sized collages from found paper and
second hand books. Later she began to experiment with pop-up techniques

and structural packaging design. There has always been an element of using
recycled media in her work, and she is now choosing primarily found materials to
make her mark on.

Artist Statement

There is an elegant simplicity to the crafting of paper in Bernadt's work. An
X-ACTO knife and her hands are used to manipulate and repurpose found and
recycled materials. Bernadt’s practice elevates these materials; altering their
perceived value and challenging people’s perceptions about the materials they
usually dispose of, disregard and have very little respect for.
