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Radiological Spill, Release or Contamination Incident Procedure
Radiological incidents include spills of radioactive materials, damaged radiation-producing devices, loss of sealed sources, or suspected contamination of people or equipment. Such events require specialised containment, strict access control, and immediate engagement of trained radiation personnel.
	Role / Parties
	Actions and Response Procedures

	Person(s) discovering the Damage
	· Stop work immediately and move away from the affected area.
· Call STS on 6304 3333 (or ext. 3333) and identify it as a radiological incident.
· Prevent the spread of contamination and avoid touching surfaces or walking through spill area.
· Remain nearby but at a safe distance, awaiting instruction from authorised radiation staff.
· If possible, warn others not to enter the area.

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Move to a safe location and avoid all contact with spilled material.
· Do not attempt to clean or handle any items.
· Support isolation of the area until trained personnel arrive.
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
