Severe weather can create hazardous outdoor conditions, falling debris, broken glass, flooding, and infrastructure damage. The priority is to protect occupants from exposure and prevent injuries caused by external hazards.

	Person(s) becoming aware of Severe Weather Conditions 
	· Report severe weather impacts (e.g., flying debris, glass breakage, structural movement, pooling water) to STS on 6304 3333 (or extension 3333).
· Move indoors away from windows and exterior walls if hazardous conditions exist.
· Follow instructions to shelter-in-place or relocate.

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Remain inside and avoid glass, balconies, rooftops, and external walkways.
· Follow STS/ECO directions regarding shelter or relocation.
· Assist others where safe.
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
