	Person(s) becoming aware of Flooding
	· Report rising water, blocked drains, or flooding impacts to STS on 6304 3333 (or extension 3333).
· Avoid walking or driving through floodwaters.
· Move to higher internal ground if necessary.

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Follow STS/ECO directions for relocation or shelter-in-place.
· Evacuate affected areas using safe, dry routes.
· Do not move vehicles through flooded roads or car parks.
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
