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Civil Disorder / Violent Group Behaviour Procedure
Most campus demonstrations such as marches, meetings, picketing and rallies are peaceful and non-obstructive. The below table provides guidance for situations involving large crowds that have been assessed as having the potential to become violent, aggressive, disorderly or presenting behaviour that threatens campus safety.
	Role / Parties
	Actions and Response Procedures

	Person(s) observing the Incident or becoming notified
	· Move away from the area for your safety.
· Call STS on 6304 3333 (or extension 3333) to report the situation. 
· Provide approximate number of individuals, demeanour and actions witnessed from the group.
· Avoid engaging with the group. 

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Stay indoors, or move to a safe location.
· Use Campus entrances away from the crowd location.
· Follow instructions from STS or ECO.
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
