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Active Armed Offender Procedure
An Active Armed Offender is defined as an armed offender who is actively engaged in killing or attempting to kill people, demonstrating their intention to continue doing so while having access to additional potential victims. This definition encompasses incidents where the offender may use various weapons, including firearms or knives, to cause serious harm to multiple individuals. 
	Role / Parties
	Actions and Response Procedures

	Person(s) Discovering or Directly Affected
	· Apply ESCAPE, HIDE, TELL based on immediate safety.
· ESCAPE: Leave the area immediately if safe; do not wait for others.
· HIDE: If escape is unsafe, hide, lock/block doors, silence phones.
· TELL: Call 000, then notify ECU Security when safe.
· Fight as a last resort only if your life is in immediate danger.
· Provide information to Police when safe to do so.

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Apply ESCAPE, HIDE, TELL as appropriate.
· Follow instructions from STS and Police; lockdown may be safer than evacuation.
· When Police arrive:
· They may not initially be able to distinguish offenders from victims.
· Police may point weapons at you; remain calm and follow commands.
· Keep hands visible at all times.
· Avoid sudden movements or shouting.
· Expect Police to move past you to locate the offender.
· Follow all instructions from emergency services personnel.
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
