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Earthquake or Ground Movement Procedure
Earthquakes or tremors may cause structural damage, falling objects, or secondary hazards such as gas leaks and electrical faults.
Generally the safest place to be is in the open, away from buildings. However, if you are in a building when an earthquake strikes, you should NOT attempt to run from the building as you may be met with falling debris or power lines. It is much safer to remain in the building. 
	Role / Parties
	Actions and Response Procedures

	Person(s) Involved in the Event
	· Follow “Drop, Cover, Hold” guidance.
· DROP to the ground immediately to prevent being knocked over.
· COVER under sturdy furniture (e.g., desk or table), or cover your head and neck with your arms if no shelter is available.
· HOLD on to the shelter or brace yourself until the shaking stops.
· Move away from windows, outside walls, and any furniture which may fall or slide. 
· After shaking stops, move cautiously away from hazards
· Look around for any injured persons
· Report injuries and damage to STS on 6304 3333 (or extension 3333).
· Beware of aftershocks

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Avoid elevators and damaged structures.
· Evacuate only when instructed (evacuation may not be automatic).
· Assist others if safe.
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
