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Intoxication-Related Disturbance (Behavioural Risk) Procedure
These procedures outline the response where alcohol or drug intoxication results in disruptive, unpredictable, or aggressive behaviour but without medical collapse or life-threatening symptoms (which would trigger Code Blue).
	Role / Parties
	Actions and Response Procedures

	Person(s) observing the Behaviour
	· Keep at a safe distance; intoxicated individuals may react unpredictably.
· Encourage the person to sit or remain in a safe area if possible.
· Call STS on 6304 3333 (or extension 3333) to request assistance.
· Monitor for signs of medical collapse, which may escalate the response to Code Blue.

	Staff, Students and Visitors
	· Avoid confrontation; intoxication can exacerbate agitation.
· Assist peers to relocate away from the individual.
· Follow guidance from STS or First Aid Officers.
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
